Spraying with iron sulphate solution 

to kill dandelions w ithout-killing the 
grass is not recommended by the De­
partment, although it has been tried 
by som e who consider It successful. 
Experiments don’t  seem tq. establish 
it as a practical method.

The dandelion is not a native Amer­
ican plant, having been introduced In 
the East and has spread westward 
With our emigration. The weed is 
common all over Europe and has gone 
into other lands with settlers from 
the oldor country, always being found 
near the comm unities of amn.

T he name ’dandelion’ is said to 
com e from the French. "Dent de Lion*

Water Talk
To the Citizens and Taxpayers o f Escanaba:

Appreciating the close relations which exist between tKe management of a 
W ater Company and the consumers thereof, we have deemed it advisable to take 
you into the confidences of the Company that you may understand clearly and 
fairly the difficulties which the present management of the Company has had to 
contend with.during the past two or three years.

In 1911, the financial affairs of thb Escanaba W ater Company reached a 
climax. The President of the Company, George Weaver, and the Treasurer, W. 
I). Boyer, both of Scranton, Pa., found themselves confronted by an issue of 
$09,500 F irst Mortgage 5% Bonds which were past due in interest and principal 
for about eighteen months, and which were about to be foreclosed. They were 
unable'to finance the sale of overlying securities reserved to retire this issue and 
were unable to sccpre any extension of the Mortgage. That Management had 
sold during the previous years, an issue of $250,000 Second Mortgage 5% 
Bonds, $69,500 of which were held by the Trustee to refund the previous issue. 
Succeeding this second mortgage issue, there was outstanding $100,000 of 5% 
Third -Mortgage Bonds, a part of which had been placed in local banks in Penn­
sylvania as collateral on loans to provide monies for the construction of the 
Filtration Plant built in 1909. There were, therefore, about $350,000 of bonds out­
standing against this plant in addition to about $250,000 of stock, mostly held by 
the old Management. The present interests in control of the Company had, 
through their connections with banking institutions, loaned money not only to the 
old Management, but also to individauls upon the Second Mortgage and Third 
Mortgage Bonds.

tomac Savings Bank, E. S. Jones, Thos. E. Jones and Brooks & Company, all of 
whom, except the last, were interested in large amounts of the Second and Third 
Mortgage Bonds. A fund of $80,000 was subscribed to purchase the $69,500 5% 
bonds held in Boston, and which were one year and a half past due, and to pro­
vide payment of interest and costs upon same. This required about $75,000 of 
the fund. The Syndicate then advertised that all innocent bondholders not con­
nected in any way with the old management of the Escanaba W ater Company 
would be protected, as far as possible, to the extent of their actual cash investments, 
and accordingly it was found that about fifteen banks throughout Pennsylvania 
were irifercsted in the bonds and also about thirty individuals.

Mr. J. E. Weissenfluh, a member of the firm of Brooks & Company, Bankers, 
of Scranton, Pa., who had been chosen to  reorganize the finances of the Company, 
went to Escanaba, and on April 15,1912, bought in at the M aster’s Sale held by 
thq U. S. District Court of Northern Michigan the property, N O T ON T H E  
BASIS O F ITS ACTUAL VALUE, but at a price sufficiently high enough to pay 
off the old issue of $69,500 5% bonds, which were a first lien on the property and 
the interest and costs attached to sale of property, all of which amounted to ap­
proximately $75,000.

The next step necessary was to ascertain the real value of the plant and what 
was done in this connection will now be explained.

It is easy to Juggle with
words. The student of ver­
bal chemistry would say that 
talent and genius are differ­
ent forms of the same men­
tal element. ;The skeptic 
•declares in his audacity that 

there is on such thing as genius. The practical man of affairs scornfully 
•assures os that it is only concentrated hard work, Disraeli analyxed it 
and asserts categorically that patience is its essantial constituent

But the great mass of men and women, without defining, asserting, 
analysing, know perfectly well that there is a difference, and they do not 
hesitate to use the words in every-day speech with fair accuracy. They 
instinctively respect anyone who has a talent, while they pity, permit to 
perish, or even persecute the man of genius, regarding him as imprac­
ticable, subversive and dangerous, perhaps insane.

The man of talent is likely to make a success of his life. The man 
of genius is apt to be out of relationship with his environment-ahead 
of his own times. The prophet is not without honor except in' his own 
house. They used to stone him. The innovators in music and art hava 
been rendered miserable by those who cduld not understand them.

Take concrete examples such as we have all seen. A youth has been 
apprenticed to a carpenter. “How is he getting along?”  "Oh, he has 
a  talent for his work.” In other words, he uses tools cleverly. He needs 
not to invent any new methods; he plods, is patient, makes few mistakes. 
Bo with a hundred different callings. A plumber, a teacher, a preacher, 
a  dentist, a doctor, an .editor, a butcher. The vely term “calling” signifies 
that a person has some distinctive talent, it  may be, pf a very high degree,, 
yet it is always sane, always safe, always has its feet on the ground.

Not so with genius. Genius manifests itself generally jn extraordi­
nary and abnormal ways. The musical genius, even while lying in the 
cradle, plays on his toes as if they were piano keys and begins to compose 
before he can talk. Hs does not have to be taught ibput consecutive fifths. 
He avoids them instinctively. He will very likely end his days in an insane 
asylum, but his productions will some time or other be recognised as mar- 
veloua. The world will catch up with them.

Talent marries normally and' leads a  sound and sober life. Genius 
is inclined to set itself aboye common laws of morality. The love affairs 
of the great poets and musicians make racy reading. Fortunately most 
of us are bom good, average, plodding human beings with sufficient talent 
to do something useful I t  would be a terrible world if there were many 
more geniuses. They are sufficiently rare to permit the rest of us to 
adjust ourselves to a reasonable existence and they furnish us with a 
sufficient spice of excitement and enjoyment to make us worship them after 
they are dead. Probably a dead genius is better than a living man of 
talent; but a  living genius may be more dangerous than a maniac. I t  is 
a great responsibility to be the parents of a genius, and as the offspring 
of mixed nationalities are more likely to have this abnormality there 
seems to be some instinctive reason “  _
for the almost universal prejudice 
against the union of alien races. / »

Dancers Cling to 
Alkaline Soaps

That many dangers cling 
to alkaline soaps is empha­
sized editorially by the Lon­
don Lancet, in which atten­
tion is called to the large 
proportion Of mineral ash

  v- and alkali in dearer toilet
soaps. When these soaps, after being dissolved in water, touch the skin 
an excessive secretion of the acid sebum and sweat follows and the pro­
tective outer layer of the skin, the epithelium, is partially dissolved. This 
means intense irritation, which is apt to lead to skin complications.

In  the cheaper soaps the cottonseed oil and rancid fats used are respon­
sible for considerable irritation. Castor oil soap is found least irritating, 
but it  dissolves rather too freely and is apt to become rancid. \Cocoamit 
oil soap is decidedly irritating and palm oil soap is Jess so, while tallow 
soap is least irritating of a ll

Dr. Frederick Gtfdiner, accepted as an authority on this subject, holds 
that many bad effects come from those soaps made chiefly of cheapeiLfats 
and cottonseed and cocoanut oils. Formerly tallow apd olive oil were more 
used and the skin did not suffer.

The natural conclusion is that as little soap as possible should be 
used on the skin and that this should be least alkaline in quality. I t  
should always be well rinsed off, so as to permit the least possible irritation.
