Juarez ,  Mex., May 23.—"One last 
d itch” battle fought by the  federals 
will conclude the  present revolution­
ary movement In Mexico, If the  news 
tha t  Saltil lo has  been evacuated by 
the H uer ta  garr ison  las t  n igh t and 
today is true, according to  Consti tu­
tionalist authorit ies here.

T he  official news of the evacuation 
was brought here  today in a mess­
age from General Philipe Angeles, 
the Constitutionalist m in is ter  of war, 
to the  rebel Junta.

Queretaro, a lready twice famous as 
the spot where periods of un re s t  have 
been concluded in Mexico, is the place 
the Jua rez  officials declare  will mark  
the end of the Huerta regime. The 
probability th a t  the final batt le  of the 
presen t revolution will be fought 
th e re  Instead of Mexico City will, it 
Is thought by the Constitutionalists, 
be hailed with delight by foreign n a ­
tions whose citizens a re  numerous in 
the  capital. Queretaro lies between 
San Luis Potosi and Mexico City.

T h e  last battle, the Ju a re z  Consti­
tu tionalis ts  do not believe, will be 
San Luis Potosi. General T orres  is 
sa id  already to  hold a  position within 
the  outskirts  of that town, and It Is 
possible he may occupy th e  city be­
fore the fleeing federals a jso  may ev­
acu a te  tha t point.

Campbell has  spend considerable time 
In and abou t Washington and has 
made some additional study touching 
the subject of the alleged portra its  of 
the W ashington family. She has suc­
ceeded in convincing members of the 
family who thought there  were a u ­
thentic po r t ra i t s  of Mary Bell in ex­
istence th a t  there  were none. The Au­
stin bill proposed to appropriate  $30,- 
000 for the  purchase  of a spurious pic­
ture and o ther relics. Mrs. Campbell’s 
work will re su l t  in saving the govern­
ment this amount.

Mrs. Campbell was unsuccessful In 
her con tes t  before the  national D. A. 
I t  congress In securing action look­
ing to  the removal of the alleged por­
tra i t  of Mary Ball from the sea t  and 
certificate of the society. Mrs. Camp­
bell laid the  m a t te r  before th e  con­
gress In an able and scholarly m an­
ner, and convinced the delegates of 
her sincerity. She was paid a high 
compliment by President-General 
Story for the research  work she has 
done along these lines. 'Mrs. Camp­
bell will bring the matter up a t  the 
meeting of the congress next year 
when she undoubtedly will be able  to 
get more suppor t  for her resolution.

To 
th is  tim e he bid fa ir to  reach  a  ripe 
old age.” "D eceased died from  blood 
poison caused by a broken an k le  which 
is rem arkable  as the  autom obile 
s tru ck  him between th e  lam p  and the 
rad ia to r.” A m other is rep o rted  to 
have "died in infancy."

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Washington, May 23.—An absolute 
monopoly o f tran sp o rta tio n  under 
governm ent regulation  and contro l 
was suggested by C harles  S. Mellen, 
fo rm er p residen t of th e  New Haven 
ra ilro ad , to  the  in te rs ta te  comm erce 
com m ission today a s  th e  solution o? 
th e  A m erican ra ilro a d  problem.

“T o g e t efficiency a n d  economy," 
decla red  Mr. Mellen, “ th e re  m ust be a 
monopoly, and th a t  m onopoly is c e r­
ta in  to  be th e  U nited S ta te s  gorern- 
m e n t"

A l i t t le  la te r  th e  form er head of 
th e  New H aven system  rem arked: 
"E very  tim e a  ra ilro ad  official comes 
to  W ashington he  has to  take off his 
h a t  to  som e governm ent official;"

A nsw ers W ithout Hesitation.
Mr. M ellen responded to  th e  g rue ll­

ing  lin e  of questions fired a t him by 
C hief Counsel Joseph W. Folk vig­
o rously  and prom ptly, never h e s ita t­
ing  a  second for a word. He told the 
sto ry  o f his steam ship  transactions 
w ith C harles W. Morse.

C oncerning these steam sh ip  tr a n s ­
actions, Mr. Mellen explained th a t he 
fe lt i t  desirab le  to  co n fe r with Col. 
Rooflfevelt, who th en  w as president of 
th e  U nited S tates. H e  to ld  the p resi­
den t th a t he had received  an offer of 
120,000,000 from  M orse for the New 
H aven steam ship  ho ld ings and felt 
inclined  to  accep t it, because thus the 
New H aven would bo ab le  to  tu rn  the 
p roperty  Into cash. Mr. Roosevelt, he 
said, ap p a ren tly  w as anxious th a t 
Moree should be checked in his am ­
bition to  acqu ire  a  m onopoly of the 
s team sh ip  lines, and u rged  Mr. Mellen 
n o t to  sell.

In  th e  acquisition  o f various tro l­
ley  lines in New E ngland, Mr. Mellen 
said he had proceeded on the theory, 
th a t tran sp o rta tio n , particu larly  th ru  
densely populated regions, might bet­
te r  be handled on electrified lines 
th an  on steam  roads. He had been 
convinced th a t th e  diversion of much 
o f the  traffic of steam roads to  e lec tri­
fied lines would be m ore economical, 
th e  ra te s  low er and th e  service gen» 
e ra lly  more sa tisfac to ry  to the pub­
lic.

F orm er Magnate W itty,
Mr. M ellen’s testim ony was fu ll of 

b r ig h t parag raphs. Concerning the 
dom ination of J .  P ierpo ln t Morgan 
over th e  New H aven properties, he 
w as asked:

“ You reg a rd  con tro l by one roan 
a s  a  good th ing  "

"T h a t is a  m isnom er. No one man 
could  con tro l i t  I  had  more bosses

when I was p res iden t o f th e  New Ha­
ven a t  a  sa la ry  o f 360,000 th a n  when 
I w as a  c le rk  a t |5 0  a  m onth.”

Tbeq cam e th is  one:
“ W hat would th e  m eetings o f the 

d irec to rs of the New H aven have  been 
lik e  w ithou t Mr. M organ?

"A bout a s  tam o a s  a  lo t o f cows 
w ithout a  bull."

Mr. Mellen was th e n  asked  about 
the  New Haven p lan  to  tak e  over the 
M erchant’s & M iner’s  line.

"Now, w hat was done ab o u t th a t 
proposition?"

"Tljc Panam a c a n a l a c t passed  by 
the  congress,” responded  Mr. Mellen, 
prohibited ra ilroads from  ow ning and 
operating  steam sh ip  lines. T he en ­
actm en t of th a t law  caused  th e  death  
o f o u r proposition w hile i t  w as yet 
‘aborn in ’ ”

Mr. M ellen repeated  th e  testim ony 
given ab o u t a  year ago reg a rd ln f the 
$102,000 profit he  m ade on the  sale 
of th e  New Haven stock  th a t  was 
tu rn ed  over to him  to  be p u t on tht* 
m arke t so th a t it  could be listed  on 
the  New York S tock exchange.

“And th a t  w as th e  fam ous $100,000 
th a t I gave to  R epublican cam paign 
funds,” added Mr. M ellen. "T he money 
was sen t to  C ornelius N. B liss.”

Says He Was “Fired.”
“U nder w hat c ircum stances did you 

leave th e  New H aven.?”
“ I w as p ractically  fired.” 
Q uetsioned as to  h is sa la ry , Mr. 

Mellen said th a t a t  th e  tim e of his 
re tirem en t it was $54,000 a year.

“ I s ta rted  a t $60,000,” he said, “and 
la te r  th is  was ra ised  to  $60^00. When 
the sa la rie s  of a ll em ployes w ere cut 
10 per cent. I c u t m yself to  $54,000.

“Dici. ytrn have any re la tio n s  with 
pnbllc officials?"

“ I alw ays tr ied  h a rd  to  keep away 
from them . I w an t to  say  th e re  is 
not so much effort on th e  p a r t  of the 
ra ilroads to  have re la tio n s  w ith  e lec t­
ed officials as th e re  Is on th e  p a r t  of 
those officials to  have re la tio n s  with 
the railroads."

“ Do you thing y ou r sa la ry  o f $60,- 
000 w as too m uch?”

“Yes, I do. I th in k  $25,000 is enough 
fo r any  ra ilroad  p residen t.”

"W hy didn’t you s t a r t  th a t  reform  
yourself?”

“W ell, I though I  w as en titled  to 
w hat o thers  w ere ge tting  w hen I was 
given the  $50,000. I never asked for 
the ra ise  to  $60,000 and even p ro test­
ed ag a in s t it.”

Mr. Mellen said  he  firm ly believed 
th a t Mr. Morgan, had he j[lved , could 
have funded th e  floating deb t of the 
New Haven. H e declared  th a t  it 
would take  $100,000,000 to  do this.

Water Talk No. 5
To the Citizens and Taxpayers o f Escanaha:

The purity of the  w ater since the  installation of the Filtration P lant m ust 
be unquestioned. The most scientific and latest methods of purification are be­
ing used. Your City Bacteriologist knows regularly the character of the water and 
the plant is under the inspection of the S ta te  Sanitary  Engineer and Board of H ealth. 
It will probably be inte’resting to m any citizens to know that during the Sum ­
m er m onths the consumption of w ater in the parks and public buildings is alm ost 
twice as great as that of any other C ity in the State of Michigan the size of 
Escanaba. All th is water has been supplied thus far w ithout cost to the C ity. 
In tim es past bills were subm itted to the City covering the w ater consumed by 
the City Parks and for sprinkling, bu t the paym ent of same has never been in­
sisted upon, particularly since we have taken over the m anagement of the Com­
pany. The franchise docs provide for w ater to  be furnished free to  the public 
buildings of the City. It does not say that paym ent shall not be made for the  
w ater used in the parks and for sprinkling. However, we have not considered 
up to  this time that this was a m atte r for discussion, preferring to w ait until we 
had properly developed the service. W e desire to serve the interests of the C ity  
a t all times and any assistance given by the City authorities or the com m unity 
a t large will be much appreciated by the  N orth  Michigan W ater Company.

In  1886, long before the City had grown to  its present size, the w ater system  
was installed with a pum ping plant, tak ing  the w ater from Green Bay through 
a twelve-inch intake pipe about 500 feet long, the w ater being received in a 
large pum p well with sand bottoms, through which some infiltration w ater w as 
added. In 1890, a second twelve-inch intake pipe going farther into the lake w as 
added to  increase the supply, and w ater pum ped from both pipes in to  the f i l tra ­
tion beds. W ith the grow th of the City and extension of the sewerage system , 
the sewage from such was run into the lake near these intakes and contam ina­
tion resulted. In 1904 a new intake pipe tw enty  inches in diam eter, over 2,700 
feet long, with an intake crib 60 feet in depth, was laid and the old intake pipes 
discontinued. '1 his large pipe, therefore, brought the w ater in a g reat distance 
from out in the Bay and bettered the  supply. To insure pure w ater a m odern 
filtration plant was constructed in 1909. T h is filtration plant is now in opera­
tion and consists of a 400,000 gallon capacity concrete continuous flow sedim enta­
tion basin, into which the w ater is pumped, and gravitates into rectangular con­
crete mechanical filters, consisting o f eight units, each thirteen feet by tw en ty  
feet, and eight feet deep. T h irty  inches of filter sand overlies 12" of selected gravel 
and all the water goes through these sedim entation basins thus being purified 
and washed. These eight filters have a w orking capacity of 6,000,000 gallons 
per day. Each day the w ater taken from the Bay is analyzed and after i t  is 
purified, it is again analyzed. The Com pany has its own Bacteriologist a t th e  
Plant, testing the water, from time to  tim e to  insure its purity  before it is pum ped 
into the mains of the City. A sum m ary o f the results o f such analyses is sent 
regularly to  the City Bacteriologist, who not only has supervision of te s ts  and 
purity, but has free access to the F iltration  P lan t a t  all times. Every gallon of 
w a te r-is  pumped twice, first into the  filters and then into the C ity mains. U p  
to  the W inter of 1913 tw o 1,000,000 gallon pum ps and one 3,000,000 gallon pum p 
supplied the pressure necessary for distribution, a total capacity of 5,000,000 
gallons per day, with a pumpage vary ing  w ith the season, of from 1,00,000 to  
4,000,000 gallons daily.

ye^rs com e to naught Lata in  the 
season, after months spent to girlng  
the flnlshing touches to their educa­
tion while they were w ith a  sm all part 
o f the show which w as exhibited near 
d ere lan d , the tiger* were brought to 
Ooney Island; a  group o f eight mag­
nificent beasts, all Jungle bred and 
each worthy of a  place to any men­
agerie. Perhaps i t  w as the discom­
fort o f the Journey to the sm all trav­
eling cages, possibly the change to the 
surroundings and the nearness o f the 
other animals axdted  them; but what­
ever the cause, there w as trouble In 
the narrow runway a t the back of the 
dens when they entered it to  go to 
the exhibition cage tor their first 
Ooney Island appearance.

T he aound o f their snarling and 
growling, the reports of pistol shots 
and the cracking o f  training whips 
eanaed a  sensation of uneasiness to 
th e  audience until the first tiger 
bounded through the door at the back 
o f the cage, closely followed by a  half- 

others. Dangerous beasts they 
as they threw themselves 

against the stout bars, which rattled 
from  the Impafct o f their great bodies, 
and the front seats of the auditorium 
w ere quickly vacated by the audience. 
A e  noise to the runway continued,

“That's one o f the thingc v ?  tfcn 
drove me out o f  the show  business,” 
sa id  the press agent as he set his emp­
ty  glass on th e  table and signaled to 
th e  w aiter."  MA guy named Merritt 
and myself had a  snake show  in New  
York a few years ago w hich presented 
th e  most com plete collection of rep­
tiles  ever gotten together, for It con­
tained specim ens of every species of 
wriggler known to herpetology and a  
good many that were not described 
In the books.

o f  peroxide o f hydrogen and an assort­
ment of aniline dyes h e  would bring 
out albinos and.spotted  and striped  
snakes w hich made th e  scientists  
open their eyes and kept ’em busy 
inventing new  Latin names.

-H is biggest su ccess was T h e  
Great Two-horned Rhinoceros Ser­
pent,’ which made ’em  a ll sit up for 
a  month, and If I hadn't seen Merritt 
working over a  common boa-constrlo- 
tor with a  pair of shark's teeth and 
a  dish of bird lime It would have fool­
ed me. That snake w as proud of the  
horns which Merritt glued on his head, 
too, and. he used to chase the other 
snakes around the cage and butt 'em  
like a giddy billy-goat. But in sp ite of 
all his ingenuity in orignatlng new  va­
rieties, business was dropping off, for 
the public demanded quantity as well 
as quality and we had skinned the lo­
cal snake market clean.

FINES PLASTERED ON BURKE
Tigers’ Coach Relates Tale of R »  

versed Decision in Ksnsas City-

Being plastered with a fine by an
umpire never Caused “Jimmy'’ Burke, 
the Tigers' coach, any worry. .

“In my years on the bauehgll field 
I dare say I have been fined $1,- 
000,” declared “Jimmy" the other day. 
“1 believe I have been fined more 
than any player ever in professional 
ranks. 1 was once handed a  $100 plas­
ter by an umpire In Milwaukee.

“I w as managing the K ansas City 

team and we were performing before

“The umpire hesitated and Cantil­
lon shouted that the people would cer­
tainly kill him if  the tw o runners 
were not allowed to score.
